1. Adoption of the Agenda

The agenda was adopted without changes.
2. Introduction by European Commission and Spanish Presidency
The meeting was opened by Alberto Blanco Calvo, Ministry of Science and innovation , Spanish Presidency of the European Union and Mário Campolargo, European Commission, DG Information Society, Directorate Emerging Technologies and Infrastructures.

Update on activities towards a public-private partnership on future internet
Mário Campolargo welcomed the participants on behalf of the Commission and introduced the speakers of the Commission presenting the Future Internet Public-Private Partnership (FI PPP).
Luis Rodríguez-Roselló gave the latest update on the FI PPP, explaining the set-up envisaged. The aim of the PPP is to build industrial leadership beyond research. Whereas the traditional approach of FP7 has been "technology-push" (challenge 1 activities), the PPP is aiming for a "technology pull" approach, in order  to accelerate sustainable innovation. The future internet platform needs to fill the gap and will combine requirements of different domains. The Future Internet PPP is clearly not business as usual, otherwise there would be no need for a new programme. The PPP is oriented towards innovation and looks for new players in the value chain, with a need for convergence beyond ICT players. The Commission wants to leverage previous achievements and public strengths. Some Member States have developed capacities and their infrastructure can be used and enhance the issue the PPP wants to bring forward. The system context is an absolute requirement for all proposals. The aim is phased projects, limited in number with a significant critical mass. All programme proposals should be holistic and should leverage user innovation. The users need to be involved, and as a result, the use cases get considerable emphasis in the programme. It is also the reason for a need of programme management and coordination efforts by the programme support.
Bernard Barani explained how smart infrastructures are viewed, with the notion of convergent networks. Each sector has dealt with convergent networks but now there is a need to put network processes into one single process. The idea is to permeate these sectors and to make them more intelligent. Sensors will play a major role. There is also a need to close the circuit between the supply and demand side. With the PPP, the Commission wants to capitalise on research agendas and results and bring these in a system perspective, and closer to the market. The first building block of the PPP is the core platform. The core platform needs to be trustworthy and open and should be built by different players. The core platform should have advanced network capabilities and information processing capabilities enabling the generation, composition and sharing of huge amounts of data. There should be real-time application capabilities based on sensors by means of a reference architecture. Trust and identity capabilities need to secure a trusted way of operation.  The second building block should be used to identify the generic enablers. The two phases implementation are both competitive. At the end of the process, there should be a phased approach, with working pilots and testbeds. At the end of phase two, detailed proposals of how to move into the third phase should be outlined. A massive expansion of the platform usage is envisaged, facilitated by local and regional stakeholders, including SMEs. 
Franco Accordino presented the draft call planning with the three calls, their timelines and budget lines. The third draft of the call planning will be send to the ICTC on 21 April and final discussion of the planning in the ICTC is scheduled for 5 May. The ICTC opinion will be issued on 26 June and the formal Commission adoption is foreseen for July. The FI PPP will then be called in July. Preceeding the implementation, the dialogue with the constituency was important, and Mr Accordino gave an overview of the meetings with industry, R&D centres, the use cases and the visits to the Member States and the Associated States. Commission staff is available to participate to more information meetings in the Member States, if needed. The FI Forum can contribute to the FI PPP by underlying how the proposed approach fits in a national strategy, and identifying what national actions the FI PPP could trigger.  
After the Commission presentation, there was a discussion on the proposed programme. The main points resulting from the discussion were:
· There is overall support to the idea of the PPP, but the idea of one single core platform was put into question because of the risks related to choosing only one. The suggestion was to choose two or even three core platforms, meaning that the work programme would need to be changed. The issue had already been discussed in the ICT management committee.
· The need for strong coordination among projects in the PPP, and as such for strong programme management was welcomed. However, the need to grant a CSA for programme management was questioned and it was suggested to keep programme management with the Commission, as it would ensure neutrality. The proposed CSA with a budget of 10 million euro was considered exaggerated. The CSA is not about the management of the core platform but it will give visibility to the 8 use cases and the core platform. 
· The fact that the issue of openness of the platform has been addressed thoroughly in the PPP was welcomed, but there was some doubt on how IPs will be integrated in the process.

· SMEs are involved as of phase three since they are fundamental once the technology foundation is established. SMEs with technology development, however, can be involved in the PPP from the beginning. 
· The PPP differs greatly from the KIC ICT, as the part of education and knowledge is not part of the PPP concept and are strongly present in the KIC.
· As the first phase of the PPP considers building the platform, the question on how the later applications will fit in was raised. The use cases however start at the same time as building the platform but they need to progress in twice as same the speed as the platform and as such will drive the development of the platform. The Commission services are preparing a meeting with the use cases in June, in Brussels. 
· On standards, there was a concern on how the programme ensures that standards are and remain open and that the ownership belongs to the entire community. In this respect, openness means that others can build on the platform. There will be negotiations on switching standards and the ownership is not by the platform but by the entire community. 
4. Public-Private initiatives on future Internet
The objective of the presentation of the Theseus Initiative in Germany was to share examples of public-private partnerships in the member states.  
Andreas Goerdeler explained the THESEUS research programme initiated by the Federal Ministry of Economy and Technology (BMWi). THESEUS' objective is to develop a new Internet-based infrastructure in order to better use and utilize the knowledge available on the Internet. THESEUS is an umbrella organization uniting 60 researchers from the public and industry sectors to collaborate in developing and designing innovative basic technologies. The goal is to simplify access to information, network data to new knowledge, and create the basis for the development of new Internet services. THESEUS is intended to provide a bridge between pure research and practical application from the outset. The selected fields should provide innovative Best Practice examples and potentially successful business models. 
5. EU cities and regions becoming 'internet-ised'

Yosi Schneck explained the future internet vision of the Israeli Electric company which boils down to create a countrywide neutral end to end high speed communication infrastructure to support national and business goals by enabling super broadband applications, cloud computing infrastructure, smart grid infrastructure and mobility infrastructure.
Angelo Marcotulli, head of ICT R&D and Innovation, Tuscany Region, Italy, shed light on the Network Community of all the Public Administrations of Tuscany. The different local authorities cooperate to develop e-government services, meaning the use of internet technologies for administrative action, promoting inclusion and equal access, and developing user friendly services to more citizens and businesses.
6. Updates of Member States initiatives and plans
Three Member states briefed the progress on FI investments in their Member State.  

Volkmar Dietz, Germany, talked about the strategy process in Germany, and the G-Lab, which addresses studies and an experimental facility for the internet of the future. He also gave examples of application-oriented smart regions, in the area of mobility and of the health care system.

Jose Jimenez, Spain, made a presentation the Spanish response to the FI challenge. He stated that the Spanish have opted for a holistic view on future internet and established the es.internet organization to develop a platform. Industry is driving the process but research centers and universities are very much involved. The platform has a clear orientation to potential users and strategic markets.
Joao Barros, Portugal, presented the Portuguese initiatives in future internet technologies and services,  and argued for aggregating critical mass in future internet innovation. He named the thematic areas and the companies involved in the effort. Examples of on-going projects were Drive-in (vehicle-to-vehicle communication), and SINAIS, sensors that induce environmentally-friendly behaviour.
7 Progress towards a common mapping of FI activities

Mario Campolargo thanked all the speakers for their briefings and announced that a proposal for CSA put in the last call, has been selected successfully. The contract for the project called ceFIMS is still under negotiation, but is expected to start soon under the leadership of Willie Donelly. The project officer on the Commission side is Petronela Burceag. One of the tasks will be to produce a catalogue of the ongoing activities in the Member States.
Willie Donelly named the partners of the CSA ceFIMS: Water Institute of Technology (IE), University of Luxemburg (LU), Nederlandse Organisatie voor Wetenschappelijk Onderzoek (NL), Nemzeti Kutatasi es Technologiai Hivatal (HU), Agencia para a Sociedade do Conhecimento (PT), Asociation de Empresas de Electronica, Technologias de la Informacion y Telecommunidades de Espana . The three objectives, are (1) building a secretariat that will follow up on conclusions or areas for further activities, (2) looking for the commonalities in Member States and learning from each other in workshops, and searching on how to maximise the impact of the infrastructure, (3) and using the engagements to draw a roadmap for the Member States and the regions for rollout of the FI. 

Mario Campolargo added that the Commission had taken care of some practical issues: a FIF brochure was produced and a second newsletter had been sent out. The FIF prize will be organized by ceFIMS.
8 conclusions and Next Steps
The meeting was overall successful and all delegates and speakers are thanked for their contribution. The following points were agreed:

- The good practice of organising future internet events in the Member and Associated States should continue. FIF delegates will facilitate national events and dialogues targeting also regional/local communities. Commission officials are available to attend the events and present the future internet activities and plans at the EU level.
- The Commission will organise a follow-up workshop in June 2010 to address user communities that can contribute to the Future Internet PPP. The date, venue and agenda of the event will be circulated by the Commission in due time. Delegates are invited to help capturing relevant expertise in their national communities, particularly on use cases, and to send experts' names to the Commission by end of April.

-  A Coordination Action, ceFIMS has been submitted to Call 5. A number of operational tasks will be taken over be the action, subject to its successful negotiation and contracting. Those tasks include: the catalogue/mapping of national FI-enabled smart* activities (left over from Stockholm meeting); the FIF newsletter, a brochure for the FIF, the FIF Prize (including the set up of the award committee and the rules), and other operational matters.
- The European Commission will take an institutional role by convening the meetings, proposing the agenda and sending invitation letters (and related reimbursement procedures for the delegates. The Commission will chair the FIF meetings together witht eh delegate of the Member State holding the Presidency of the Euopan Union.

Next FIF meetings are planned as follows:

· FIF meeting collocated with the FIA event, Ghent, 16 December 2010
